GRADUATE STUDENTS

Extra requirement for graduate credit (Graduate students only)
The Graduate Council requires that students enrolled for graduate credit (663) have unique expectations beyond all those for undergraduates in three areas:
(1) Content – Graduate students will explore content in greater depth by writing up a comparison of “Backyard versus Little League Baseball” and by reading extra articles/web sites.
(2) Intensity – Graduate students will demonstrate greater intensity or rigor by locating, reading, and summarizing 5 articles or web sites and by analyzing two types of baseball. 

(3) Self-Direction – Students will engage in self-learning by writing an out-of-class paper on “Backyard versus Little League Baseball” and by reading extra articles/web sites.

The “Backyard versus Little League Baseball” assignment is worth 25 points and the article/web sites summary is worth 10 points.
