GLOBALIZATION AND THE CITY:  FINAL EXAM QUESTIONS

(1) Transnational immigration is a very significant component of globalization.  Discuss in detail the phenomena of transnational migration in the United States since 1965.  Be sure to emphasize how cities specifically have been altered during these decades.  

(2) LONGER ESSAY:  Choose an alpha world city in the United States to use as your example/case study.  Using any concepts discussed throughout the course of the semester, describe how your alpha world city has changed as a result of globalization in recent decades.  A good strategy might be to choose a date in the past (say 1950, or 1970) and then compare the economic and cultural landscape of that city to the contemporary geography.
